e What needs to change? I'm going to
re-design homework gssignments for
the last two chapters—some were too
challenging for this academic level.




Examples: Services

e What worked? The new online parking
application system allows students

(and faculty/staff) to purchase their
0ASSs at their convenience and to
receive it at home.

e What needs to change? Students
need to know that overdue parking
payments block their new parking
applications. We need to make the

verbiage bold and contact students
to pay off their balance.




Tips
1. Avoid “All met” results (outcome and/or method is off)
2. Minimize N/A and explain the rationale
3. Match: Numbers and text need to make sense together
4. Keep a record of your answers in your computer
5. Focus on what you can do--leave what is not under our control
6. Make students/participants the subjects of your writing
